Prepare a 700-1,500-word paper on the following: 

Martha Stewart—It’s a Good Thing

Jim Jones sees an ad in Martha Stewart Living magazine for a Martha Stewart cookbook, available exclusively from Martha Stewart Enterprises, Inc. (Martha’s the CEO and majority stockholder). The ad has wonderful pictures of all sorts of delectable treats one can make from the cookbook.

Jim wants to prepare a big feast for his former roommates at Benton County Jail, and he puts this fact on his written order form to Martha’s company. He later receives a copy of the cookbook. However, when he makes Martha’s Very Own Seafood Paella, the meal is a disaster. Although he follows the recipe exactly, the shellfish turns out undercooked, and his guests and he become ill. It turns out the recipe has an typographical error that causes the dish to turn out all wrong.

Jim wants to sue Martha and her company. However, he waits too long, and the statute of limitations has expired on his tort causes of action. He only has contract causes of action left.
